General Science: Questions will be designed to test the knowledge of science,
laboratory equipment and lab practice.

In case of appointment in
departments under the Faculty of Arts/ Social Sciences/ Mathematical Sciences
guestions pertaining to the subject matter of the concerned department may also
be included.

General Awareness: Questions will be designed to test the ability of the
candidate’s General Awareness of the environment and its relevance to the
society. The questions will also be designed to test knowledge of the current
events and of such matters of everyday observation as may be expected of an
educated person. The test will include questions relating to India and her
neighboring countries, especially pertaining to History, Indian Policy & Constitution,
Art & Culture, Geography, Economics, General Policy, Science & Scientific
Research, National/ International Organizations/ Institutions, events etc.
Reasoning Ability: The syllabus of General Intelligence includes questions of
both verbal and non-verbal types. Test may include questions on analogies,
similarities, differences, space visualization, problem solving, analysis, judgment,
decision making, visual memory, discrimination, observation, relationship,
concepts, arithmetical reasoning, verbal and figure classification, arithmetical
number series etc.

Mathematical Ability: The test of Arithmetical and Numerical Ability will cover

Test of Language English or Test of Language Hindi:
In addition to the testing of candidate’s understanding of the English or Hindi
Languages, its Vocabulary, Grammar, Sentence Structure, Synonyms, Antonyms

and its correct usage etc. would also be tested.

The question paper should be bilingual (English and Hindi) and the applicant will have
the option to respond in either of the languages. However, the same medium of
language must be used throughout.

The questions in the written test will be of the level of degree/diploma/examination
which is defined as the minimum eligibility for the respective post.

The minimum overall qualifying marks for written test shall be 45% for the unreserved
posts and 40% for the posts reserved for OBC category and 35% for the posts
reserved for SC/ST/PwD category.

However, section (ii), (iii), (iv) & (v) of the paper will be evaluated only if, a candidate
obtains 50% marks in the section (i) of the papers, 5% relaxation will be provided for
SC/ST/OBC/PwD.
